Resume

The main research intention of this monographic study is more
comprehensive understanding of post-modernist discourse and refu-
tation of the most common conceptual misconceptions and critical
stereotypes associated with it. The first part deals with general episte-
mological and methodological assumptions associated with postmod-
ernism, second part trying to define the basic principles of modernity
and modernism, while the third part deals with the basic principles of
post-modernity and postmodernism. Today, for a significant number of
“theoreticians and practitioners,”of this or that academic orientation
and rank, there is nothing that would attract so strong, persistent and
blatant intolerance as is the case with the ideas of postmodernism. The
intention of this monographic study, therefore, is to identify the focal
positions of postmodern discourse and, in that process, to demystify
or amortize all those superficial, ignorant and malicious interpreta-
tions that are associated with definition of postmodernism. This can,
by changing perspective and by expanding intellectual horizons, con-
tribute to a clearer siting of external and internal Serbian power con-
struct, in which the Serbian state is ,,caught* and by which Serbian state
,hunts®, and complete understanding of the fragmentation of Serbian
society and identity issues.

TRANSITION AND MODERNIZATION

Resume

On basis of everything, it can be clearly concluded that the pro-
cess of transition does not bring with itself forces of modernization and
stimuli, but essentially arouse conservatism at many social fields. At all
that, like technical-technological modernization may endanger social
progress, reconservation of one society may bring the same danger for
the survival of the society. The society must not rest only on traditio-
nalism, on ossified and long ago surpassed values, but on progressive
comprehension of tradition as preservation of the essential national va-
lues, characteristics, national and cultural identity, with modernization
that is necessary for the real progress of that society. Therefore, modern
comprehension of tradition and traditional comprehension of moder-
nization are the answer to the question concerning the relation betwe-
en these ideas. Unfortunately, the forces that were the bearers of the
transition performed in Serbia after the year 2000 did not manage to
understand this. The consequence is establishing of the “society of the
peripheral capitalism”, Serbia in which the “regressive capitalism” is
on the scene, the state in which modernization has not even started yet,
although the transitional processes are in progress and some of them,
like the privatization, have been already finished. That is why we can
conclude with confirmation of our starting thesis that the transition is in
its essence an anti-modernization process, at least regarding the manner
of its implementation in Serbia.

SERBIA IN THE SHADOW OF THE NEW
WORLD ECONOMIC ORDER

Resume

Each society is a complex organism in which economy plays an
important role. It is the bloodstream that makes life possible; however,
there are other vital parameters that affect the quality and sustainability
of any community, such as citizen satisfaction, their sense of existential
security in a society.

What is common to both life and economy are the cyclical rises
and declines, which are sometimes so big that they represent a wake-up
call. Since economic and life cycles need not coincide in time, genera-
tions that do not live up to see the rise, but only the decline, suffer and
bear the burden of the hardships — where money is the only measure of
value.

Money allows for the power to be concentrated in the hands of a
handful of people who possess enormously much. And there are more
and more people who have very little. Financial power, viewed through
the prism of wealth and real estate — is gradually being passed down
from many private hands to a small, rich elite. This leads to the emer-
gence of a large number of unfree people, financially and existentially
dependent on the rich minority. Great structural inequalities of the glo-
bal economy have led to a deep gap between the rich and the too poor.
This growing divide between the haves and the have-nots is the gravest
danger of economic growth.

The crisis is used as an excuse for the concentration of power
in the hands of the dominant class. The cause of the crisis is greedy
capital. In the conditions of crisis, all the depravities of the modern
economy, manifested through the savings measures forced on by the
Troika (the European Commission, the European Central bank and the
International Monetary Fund), as well as the majority of governments
in countries across Europe, are fully expressed. Pleading for savings
measures is completely wrong — because savings will not encourage
economic growth and the opening of new jobs. The short-term goal of
the European Commission, the European Central bank and the Interna-
tional Monetary Fund is to destroy the social state.

Rational state governance requires finding the true measure of re-
form sustainability. This means that reforms, even the inevitable painful
cuts that follow in their path, should be combined with social measures
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that will enable even the mostly aggravated groups to maintain a mini-
mum of security and confidence in the society. Responsibility always
lies on those who have the power and run the state. An incapable and
incompetent government pushes a state into chaos and despair.

From the present viewpoint, we can see such economic systems
at work that cannot survive in the long term. There is a threat of even
deeper divides between economically weak countries, where hundreds
of millions of people will be living in poverty, and economically strong
countries. We are witnesses to different processes taking place in both
the West and the East. Namely, America, Europe, and Asia are in the
same life cycle. Only with opposite amplitudes.

In the West we see the birth of new financial serfs. In the Uni-
ted States of America, it is individuals who are experiencing financial
problems. In Europe, we have countries going bankrupt that are in pro-
blems Within the European Union, without a financial there is no perso-
nal nor political independence. There is an opposite process in the Far
East, where there is an increasing number of ordinary people, individu-
als who possess more than before. Actually, not much more, but enough
to become economically independent. Economic independence enables
them to take control of their own lives, i.e. their future. Economic inde-
pendence is the key path leading to political independence.

There is a new architecture of world order at work. It is about the
weighing out of power among the major economic forces, and about
the new world economic order. On the one hand there are America and
Europe, and on the other China and Russia, more precisely, the BRICs
countries (Brazil, Russia, India, China, South Africa). Global economic
growth is increasingly more dependent on the BRICs countries, who
constitute 45 percent of the world labour force and who make up for 27
percent of the total purchasing power in the world.

The BRICs are dreaming of a new world which their respecti-
ve member states are trying to build, most probably without the West.
America is more important to their interests from other growing po-
wers, though.

The US and Europe are taking over an important role in imple-
menting the structural transition. The start of negotiations about the tra-
de agreement between the US and EU is being announced. In America,
this deal has already been called “the transatlantic trade and investment
partnership”. The goal is to enable an incentive to international trade
and investments through a common US-EU market. By trade expansion
the American and the European sides will make up for lost jobs, whose
loss was brought about by the financial and economic crisis. The crea-
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tion of a common market will be a further incentive to the prosperity of
the US and the EU. America and Europe will jointly be more competi-
tive to the BRICs countries.

In the power balance of major economic players on the geoe-
conomic scene, the biggest economic power in the world will still be
“Euro-America”. In spite of the fact that Europe is still threatened by
recession due to unemployment.

In the shadow of the new architecture of the world economic
order we find Serbia. A strange set of circumstances in the past few
decades has led to the fact that Serbia knows neither what it wants nor
where it is going. All attempts at any true change in the economy and
the society have met with difficulty. The biggest hindrance to the coun-
try’s development are unstable macroeconomic balances, bribery, and
corruption, a half-hidden reign of oligarchy and money, compromises
and strange coalitions.

The biggest peace project in Serbia so far has already predeter-
mined its direction. It is only a matter of time when Serbia will reach its
goal, i.e. enter the European Union. Yet, the hindrances on this road are
big and painful, both for the country and its people. There is an overall
impression that all ideas on how to balance the life and economic cycle
have been exhausted.

The economic situation in Serbia is highly alarming. The most
competitive force in Serbia is corruption. The divide between the so-
called elite and the poor is growing. People are disappointed in the po-
litical and business elite, i.e. in the tycoons who have through privatisa-
tion grabbed most of the wealth for themselves. Serbia must become the
country of the people, if it has any intention of moving forward.

Economic ideas which are constantly being promoted by incom-
petent individuals lead to a sure economic and social chaos. Political
ideas promoted by the current authorities in the country in an attempt to
win over both the West and the East are “rocking” Serbia, which is now
“dancing” a little to the right, and a little to the left. It wants to turn to
Europe, as well as to Russia. Which world economic coordinates Serbia
will truly stick to — remains yet to be seen.

THREATENING OF NATIONAL STATE’S CAPACITY
AS A CONSEQUENCE OF ITS MANAGEMENT CRYSIS

Resume

The basic essence of current global proces is aimed at removal
of the main institutional capacities of temporary national state. In this
task the main analysis will be directed at process of decomposing and
removal of security of national state’s capacity.

Process of globalization became comprehensive and intensive to
the extent, particulary during the last two decades and it hadn’t left asi-
de almost any segment of our collective and individual existence. One
of the most powerful sector of devastation and national state’s degrada-
tion affected its institutional sphere, calling into question radical legiti-
mat basis of state itself, as well as its democratic capacities.

Concept of temporary national state (constitutive and democratic
state) had already been made in XIX century in order to experience a
peak in the model of so-called ,,State of wellfare in the second half of
XX century. Model of contemporary state like this will be attacked and
disputed in process of globalization and radical imposition of neoliberal
economy organization’s cpncept and political state’s structure.

Current trends of globalization have proved their strength, most
in the process of denationalization, both economic-financial character
and deteritorialization, seizing sovereignity of the state and blocking of
its security sector.
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The process of deindustrialization and depopulation, and even
the process of depersonalization of individuals will also join it in a sig-
nificant segment.

Ideology of globalism started from the attitude that the concept
of traditionl state is overcome and it should be replaced with new forms
of trans-national and regional association and structure, that opened a
problem of so-called national state management crysis. In order to ma-
ke some space for influence and action of international problems (tero-
rism, crime, climate changes, economic and financial crysis, etc). They
encouraged process of removal and degradation of institutional capa-
city of national states which were brought into the position of incompe-
tent, efficient action, but sometimes into total blockade.

This concept aimed to achieve so-called delegitimization,both
institutions (with removal of its organizational and functional capaci-
ties) and political elite at the national level (which wasn’t capable of
responding to the needs and accumulated problems of citizens). On the
one hand,political elite on the definite national level was loosing its
electional legitimacy because it wasn’t in a position to fulfil electio-
nal promises,thanks to devastated institutional capacity of state.On the
other hand,law standards weren’t achieved and they were still binding
volume of its acting. It was a period of fast decomposing of legitimat
basis of political power and creating needs for worldwide power order.

Once it was standardly good institutional framework af a state.
In the first step it collapsed with financial and economic crysis and also
with process of accelarated industrialization.

The second step considered an opened crysis the efficient mana-
gement at the national level.

National state became so ruinous community that it wasn’t capa-
ble of fulfilling citizens’ basic needs, not only including their security
(inner and outer aspect of security).

Institutional blokade and inefficiency were usually solved with
requests of transnational structures, which they were looking for to take
responsibility of one part of the state sovereignty and to take the inici-
ative how to solve incurred problem. The difference in practicing met-
hods such as these ones depended mostly on the objective areas-regions
and state of dearrangement of state itself.

THE STATE AND TECHNOLOGY

Resume

Being key political institutions in contemporary world, states are
most important, and most influential political actors who interact with
technology and technological development. Relationship between sta-
te and technology is, and through history always was, a complex one.
There are strong arguments that technology played a crucial role in for-
mation of both ancient empires and modern states. Similarly, state has
continuously been major regulator and consumer of technology, and
these types of engagement were instrumental for shaping of technology
by the state.

First and most important role of the state is in providing legal fra-
mework for technological development. Although position of the state
as chief regulator of technology is to some extent challenged by inter-
national institutions, national laws and regulations are still main source
of technological standards. There are three main branches of law that
deal with technology and its consequences: patent law, occupational sa-
fety legislation and environmental law.

Another way for state to directly engage in technological develop-
ment is financing scientific and technological research and consuming
technologies. Research and development are today seen as possibility
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to provide economic advantage and prestige in international relations,
while by funding universities state provides qualified workforce ne-
cessary for smooth functioning of modern technological systems. As
a consumer, state is able to crucially shape certain branches of techno-
logy, primarily in defense and security sector, but its engagement is also
frequently inevitable in construction of large infrastructural projects.

Finally, state is expected to deal with unintended consequen-
ces of technology. Unexpected consequences stem from our imperfect
knowledge and predictive capabilities, and therefore can never be com-
pletely avoided. When technologies have negative effects, either mate-
rial or social, state’s responsibility is to provide “equal distribution of
risks”. State activities in this area can be preventive or reactive. In the
first case, state could delay implementation of new technology until
further information about its impact is obtained. In second case, what
states do is damage control, and learning from experiences.

Review of contemporary scientific research of relationship bet-
ween state and technology shows that there is a wide gap between mic-
ro and macro level of analysis. While constructivists tend to focus on
detailed micro-level case studies, technological determinists are more
likely to adopt top-down approach and offer macro-level explanations.
More comprehensive theoretical framework should be developed in or-
der to overcome this obstacle.

COMMUNICATION AND DEMOCRACY
IN THE 215" CENTURY

Resume

Present day communication creates opportunity to develop par-
ticipatory model of democracy. Its dominant characteristics are inter-
action and ability to present individual content and opinion in public
sphere. New ways of communication through computers and global
network enable greater number of community members to provide the-
ir comments and take part in forming public opinion.

Information and communications technology allows innovation
in traditional media, creation of new forms and produces unlimited
amount of information from the political sphere for broad range of us-
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ers. This in turn enables more informed political choice in democratic
society and articulation of prevailing public opinion on broad social
issues. Certain examples of forming public opinion, such as was the
Arab Spring, revealed the importance and democratic potentials of the-
se new use of media. These social movements increase the responsibi-
lities of politicians in developed democracies, and more importantly
present new ways of using media in the process of democratisation of
some societies.

However, a creation of new ways of communication in a society
does not necessarily indicate that a qualitative progress in improving
democratic parameters has been achieved. There are still problems re-
lated to the technical component of the communication based on com-
puter technology: limited accessibility for some users who are not pro-
ficient, but also overload of often unreliable and no quality information.
The other type of problems is related to the users of new and innovative
means of communication who are the subject of democratic communi-
cation at the same time. A citizen must be motivated to search for the
information needed for his/her role of an political individual and must
show interest in social role of his/her being. The new way of communi-
cation reveals that Internet users can be separated and locked out by fil-
tering information and opinions that reflects previous stands, not by ex-
change of ideas that would produce productive attitudes and true public
opinion. These new way of communication are abundant in negative
and extremists views and bigoted polarisation that are miles away from
public discussions on all-important social issues and Price’s conversion
of media audience to the public. Anonymity reduces the responsibility
of the negative effects that written word may have on other people. As
widely acknowledged, communication through social media has also
been exposed to manipulation and mismanagement.

In addition, democratic potential of internet and new media have
been marginalised by the way modern governments use these new tec-
hnologies. Some research has confirmed that the most prevailing model
of interaction between government and citizens is more commanding
than consultative and inclusive. Governments still use Grunig’s mo-
del of public information that aims to distribute information for which
feedback is not sought and which supposed to influence the public to
support the interest of the organisation it represents.

Informational technologies and the types of communications
they enable can contribute significantly to democratic processes if some
simple rules are obeyed such as: promotion of public debate and beha-
viour, forming of public discourse not focus on the private one, respect
for social norms and ethics and responsibility for written publications.
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Every successful manifestation of virtual public that is democratic or
just advocating democracy confirms the importance and usefulness of
the global network and its products for the strengthening of democ-
racy. Such manifestation are not rare globally any more but they may
be susceptible to mismanagement and abuses which does not support
democracy.

The advantage of informational technology and new ways of
communication between communities are beneficial to the Serbian so-
ciety as much as this technology is being developed and becoming in-
formational. But, how much it can contribute towards democratic pro-
cesses in Serbia? Electronic versions of traditional media offer more
opportunity for interaction and in addition to that, more citizens of Ser-
bia use social network. However, there are some impediments in all the-
se parameters of the use of the new ways of communication in Serbian
democracy — complex socio-economic environment that threaten tradi-
tional media and influence the use of the global network, non-existence
or disrespect for public debate or hiding behind anonymity that breeds
extremism. Perhaps the most important flaw in the Serbian political life
is the lack of support for consultative and participatory model of com-
munication with the public. Instead, indirect information through tra-
ditional media still prevails and this is subjected to various non-media
influences of the political elite and private businesses.

Further investigation of the Serbian political scene should exa-
mine current use of new technologies for enabling two way commu-
nications between power holders and citizens as it is the precondition
for democratic development. There is also a need to analyse positive
examples of respectful and responsible treatment of prevailing opinion
of the majority by decision makers.

Summary

The object analysis of this paper is comparison of democratisa-
tion process that occurred in two countries - Mexico and Poland. Beside
common political past and authoritarian nature-character of previous
regime, those countries are different in almost every aspect: geograp-
hical position, history, culture and politics. The aim of this paper it to
discover the similarities and differences of democratisation process as
well as to find to which degree democratisation is a universal process.
During the twenty century many countries with previously nondemoc-
ratic regimes transformed itself into democracies. That process simul-
taneously occurred on distant continents and concerned countries with
totally different political and economical regimes. The main reason of
studying transition is to uncover the conditions and paths that had led
to political democracy. The main purpose of the paper it to analyse and
compare democratisation process in Mexico and Poland in the context
of wider democratisation theories. The period of reforms between the
authoritarian regime and fully democratic state is called in literature de-

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mocratisation or transformation and should be analysed on two levels.
The first one, the institutional, concerns changes in political and eco-
nomical system. The second one, the societal, relates to modifications
inside society, the impact of institutional changes on political culture of
both, ruling elite and opposition.

THE CONCEPT AND MODEL OF DEMOCRACY
AND DEMOCRATISATION

During the twenty century many countries with previously non-
democratic regimes transformed itself into democracies. That process
simultaneously occurred on distant continents and concerned countries
with totally different political and economical regimes. The main rea-
son of studying transition is to uncover the conditions and paths that
had led to political democracy. Every democratisation involves a chan-
ge of socio-political regime. Every regime change presupposes the de-
mise of a prior regime. But, of course, an undemocratic regime can
terminate without being replaced by any equally coherent successor re-
gime; and a change from an authoritarian regime may not result in a de-
mocratic regime. Therefore every transition generates uncertainty, and
raises the spectre of potential insecurity (both domestic and in relation
to neighbours and allies of the authoritarian incumbents). Every regi-
me change also raises fear of betrayal, reversal, or collapse. So those
who struggle for a democratic regime change are aiming to introduce a
new political order in which old authoritarian practices are permanently
ended, not just temporarily interrupted. In this sense they aim for ‘libe-
ration’ of their society from its repressive traditions and heritage. The
establishment of new democracies around the world had a direct impact
on social sciences and resulted in emergence of many theoretical ap-
proaches in order to clarify this phenomenon. Before studying the par-
ticular aspect of democratic reforms it is necessary to describe the most
important concepts of democratisation theories.

First of all, the concept of democracy itself needs to be explai-
ned. There is a multitude definition of this term in the political sciences,
each of them underlying different aspects of that complicated concept.
For the purpose of the paper I would adopt Robert Dahl definition. To
perceive country as democratic three basic conditions need to be ful-
filled: 1) Broad adult suffrage; 2) Regular and fair elections with real
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chance of alternation; 3) The respect for civil and political rights.” In
accordance with above definition I will consider process of transition
to democracy as successful when all three conditions will be accom-
plished.

In all countries democratisation can be divided into three phases:
liberalization, transition and consolidation. However, it depends from
the country how progress each of that phases and how long does it ta-
ke. T.G. Ash noticed on the example of the Eastern and Central Euro-
pe that democratisation process in Poland took ten years, in Hungary
ten months, in East Germany ten weeks, in Czechoslovakia ten days
and in Romania ten hours. Political liberalization is the first phase of
democratization process. In that stage the authoritarian regimes decre-
ase repressions and in the same time allow for existence of basic civil
and political rights. The authority tolerates to some extent existence of
autonomous organizations. This process can be a result of division in-
side the ruling elite, civil mobilization or both processes.? Next stage,
transition, can be defined as ‘interval between one political regime and
another.” During that time two processes takes place, the erosion and
dissolution of old regime and in the same time the emergence of new,
pro-democratic elite. This phase is the most uncertain about the results
and it is still easy to come back to ancient regime as ‘not all significant
actors of the regime have impeccable democratic credentials and where
democratic rules of procedures have yet to be internalized by the so-
ciety at large.”® The last phase, consolidation consist in formation and
maintenance of both valid democratic institutions and democratic poli-
tical culture.” It signifies stability of election norms and procedures as
well as acceptance of this form of acquiring power by society.

In Leonardo Morlino theory the democratisation process can
result in the establishment of four different regimes: 1. Limited de-
mocracy that exists when only some of the political and social groups
cannot take part in the political game; 2.Institutional hybrid is characte-
rised by an openness of authoritarian system but the elite and all the ba-

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sic institution do not change; 3. Liberalisation occurs when some rights
previously belonging only to ruling elite are granted to other groups; 4.
Democratisation exists when there are recognized wide social and poli-
tical rights that are the basis for political rivalry.®

To sum up the theoretical part it is important to underline that
in most cases liberalisation occurs ahead of democratisation but as Sa-
muel Huntington noticed liberalisation process does not have to lead
to full democracy. There exist many examples when in last moment
democratisation processes were stopped and the country come back to
authoritarian system, as in Peru in 1962, Brazil and Bolivia in 1964
or Korea and Indonesia in 1950s. In most of the cases it was caused
by civilian or military coup. One of the most innovative approaches is
Samuel Huntington’s waves of democratisation theory. Samuel Hun-
tington claims that democratisation proceed similarly to the waves, in
the same period of time group of states decide to establish democratic
regime. Until now we could observe three waves, the first one between
1828 and 1926, the second one between 1943 and 1963, and the most
contemporary one from 1974 until 1990s. In between two counter wa-
ves took place, the changes from democratic to authoritarian regime, in
period 1922-1942 and 1958-1975.

Huntington defines democratisation waves as ‘a group of tran-
sition from nondemocratic to democratic regime that occur within a
specified period of time and that significantly outnumber transition in
the opposite direction during the period of time.”” The first wave had
its roots in the ideas of American and French revolution and concerned
countries such as the USA, France, Switzerland and Great Britain. The
second wave was related to the end of the Second World War and in the
same time the defeat of fascism. During that time countries as Austria,
Italy, West Germany or Japan established democracy. However, in many
countries the second wave of democratisation did not last for a long ti-
me and reverse process occur. As the countries the will be analysed in
next part of the paper both belong to the third wave of democratisation
I would like to focus on that phenomenon more deeply. The third wave
of democratisation began in 1974 with the overthrown of authoritarian
regimes in South Europe. First, military dictatorship was overthrown
in Portugal. Secondly, one month later, authoritarian regime in Gree-
ce collapsed and the following year Spanish dictator Francisco Franco

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died. During next two decades many European, Asian, Latin American
and to the lesser extend African countries rejected different kinds of
nondemocratic rules and become democratizes. The culminating event
in this process was dissemination of Soviet Union and adoption of de-
mocracy by the Central and Easter European Countries.

According to the modernization hypothesis there need to exist
some preconditions for successful democratization. Lipset® pointed at
education, in contrast to Max Weber and Samuel Huntington® that had
emphasized the role of the social environment as religion and culture.
For other scholars the most important precondition is economy!?. In
the following part of the paper I will focus on two broad approaches
to the prerequisite of successful regime change, as social environment
on the one hand and economical factor on the other. The concept of
social environment encloses religion and political culture. There exist
two totally different views about impact of religion on democratization
process. On the one hand, scholar such as Juan Linz and Alfred Stepan,
analysing the East European experience, suggested that religion has a
minor influence and other factors better explain democratization in that
region.'” Other scholar went even further and pointed out the hierarchi-
cal structure of religious communities and its resistance to changes as
something that makes democratization harder. By way of contrast Sa-
muel Huntington has seen religion as crucial in defining the civilization
blocs and has argued that religious tradition does have a strong impact
on effects of democratization.

The relations between country and religion are complicated and
multidimensional and in the result it is impossible to determine if reli-
gion is or is not a precondition of democratisation. First of all, there are
many religions in the world with three monotheists that are the most
powerful, Catholic, Orthodox and Muslim. As the religious laws differ
between each other they have different impact on country politics. Se-
condly, the impact of religion on state also depends from circumstances
and traditions. Interesting example is the correlation between Protestan-
tism and democracy. The majority of Protestant countries established
democracy very early, in the first or second wave of democratisation. In
the same time the Catholic Church was in favour of maintenance exi-

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sting social relations. But the case of Poland and Brazil were religious
authorities had traditionally support the political freedom and the oppo-
sition shows how difficult is to find ‘one-fit-all’ precondition.

The political culture is other part of social environment with re-
gards to democratisation process. Sidney Verba defined the political
culture as ‘the system of empirical beliefs, expressive symbols, and va-
lues which defines the situation in which political action takes place.’'?
Political culture is rooted in the broader culture of the society that inclu-
des system of beliefs and values, the relations among people and relati-
ons among people and the state. Scholars believe that culture in general
and political culture especially has strong impact on democratization.
The domination of certain values and beliefs over others is regarded as
making democratization much easier and more successful. The values
that support the reform process are a high degree of mutual trust among
members of society, a willingness to tolerate diversity, and a tradition of
compromise. Simply, consensus and common values can be considered
as the main precondition of political democracy. Obviously, the prevai-
ling of opposite values will make that process much harder and in some
cases almost impossible.

The other approach advocates the importance of economic deve-
lopment on political process. Seymour Martin Lipset once postulated
that ‘more well-to-do nation, greater the chances that it will sustain
democracy.”’® By many scholars a certain degree of economic deve-
lopment was considered as a prerequisite of democracy. As Roderic
Ai Camp noticed ‘market economies in themselves were not enough;
a country had to cross (and remain beyond) a minimum threshold of
economic performance before political competition could be institutio-
nalized.”'¥ Tt is also worth to notice correlation between economy and
social factors. The better functioning economy the higher level of lite-
racy, education and urbanization. By way of contras in many countries,
especially in Eastern and Central Europe, the economic crisis directly
contributed to social movement in last phase of transition. When the
impact of the ideology had diminished and the authority could no lon-
ger show positive economic successes the people started to demonstra-
ted and demand changes. It was the case of Poland and to same extend
also Mexico.

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There exist no single factors that can explain the institutional and
social transformation in different countries with the same level of accu-
racy. Democratization is a complex issue that in each region and each
country has emerged from correlation between economic, social and
political causes. However, the use of preconditions makes understan-
ding of this process much easier and allows the scholars to formulate
general laws that can be analytically used in the future. As above men-
tioned the democratisation rest on transformation from authoritarian
regime to democratic one. Under the term authoritarian regime can be
found totally different forms of political organization that have only one
common future, the ‘absence of the institutional core’'® and suppres-
sion of competition and participation. For analytical purposes the regi-
mes democratised during the third wave are being divided into personal
dictatorship, one-part and military regimes. Both Mexico and Poland
were classified by scholars as one-party regimes. In context of democ-
ratisation they achieved a relatively higher level of institutionalization
than others, what had positive impact on reforms and consolidation of
the democracy. Generally the reform process was caused by significant
lose of the monopolistic power by the party. What is also characteristic,
ex-monopolistic party in most of the cases remained a political actor in
new multiparty system.

PARTIES AND PARTY SYSTEM
IN POLAND AND MEXICO

Polish United Worker’s Party was established in 1948 by unifica-
tion of Polish Workers Party and Polish Socialist Party. Party governed
People’s Republic of Poland from 1948 to 1989. Until the 1989 party
held authoritarian power in Poland, controlling all aspects of state ac-
tivity: the economy, the bureaucracy, the military and the secret state
police. The party kept strong connection with Soviet Union and the
communistic parties in other parts of Europe and Marxism-Leninism
was used as its ideology. In theory party organization was based on
democratic centralism. However, the key actors such as Central Com-
mittee, Political Bureau and Secretariat decided about the composition
of the main organs and party policy. PUWP had it branches almost
everywhere including work places, schools and cultural institution. The
Communists tried to create illusion that Poland was not a single-party
regime by giving permission to exist pro-government, satellite political
parties such as the People’s Party and the Democratic Party. The Peo-

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ple’s Party held responsible for agriculture and food production and the
Democratic Party for trade community and small enterprise. So even if
in theory Poland was not a single-party regime, in practice was ruled by
Polish United Worker’s Party.

The Institutional Revolutionary Party was the main political or-
ganization in Mexico politics for almost seventy years. One can divide
the position of party in the political system of Mexico into two periods.
From 1929 until 1980s party held hegemonic power, after that date op-
position parties gained some power. However, until 2000 elections the
PRI was the most important political structure in the country. The party
was founded by President Plutarco Elias Calles in 1929 under name the
National Revolutionary Party. Before its present name party was also
called Party of the Mexican Revolution. The idea of Calles was to unite
into one political organization all then-relevant powerful revolutionary
leaders, local bosses and existing political parties as the country was
politically instable from the end of Mexican Revolution in 1920. At the
beginning party had clear socialist orientation. The second president
Lazaro Cardenas extended the range of a part by founding National
Confederation of Workers and National Confederation of Peasant. Af-
ter PRI established itself as a hegemonic party it was the easiest way
of taking part in political life. As Hagopian and Mainwaring observed
the strength of PRI was derived from the elite immunity to split, the
authoritarian nature of electoral institutions and massive electoral sup-
port.'9 In 1940s party had 4.3 million members: 2.5 million peasants,
1.3 million workers, and 500,000 in the popular sector.'” Due to posi-
tive economic growth by substitution of imports and low inflation until
beginning of 1980s party was extremely popular in Mexico and had no
real opponents. In that period Mexican GDP increased six time.'® The
PRI created strong relationship with almost all parts of the society in
accordance with theirs political strength. However, to hold its position
the party used also electoral fraud, corruption, bribery, and repression.
Its dominant position was undermine in the end of 1970s as a result of

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the unprecedented scope of corruption and serious economic crisis. By
1980s other political parties grown in strength. The most important we-
re the National Action Plan that in 1983 elections won in record number
of state capitals and major cities and the Nation Democratic Front with
roots in the Mexican Communist Party.

Authoritarian parties in Mexico and Poland shared some com-
mon features. Both dominated countries political life for many decades,
the Polish Worker’s United Party was the main body in Polish politics
for almost 50 years and the Institutional Revolutionary Party even for
longer time, 70 years. In theory both countries were not a typical single
party regime as some other political organizations existed. However,
in practice both parties held that role. In Poland as well as in Mexico
satellite, pro-government organisations and parties were created in or-
der to show common support for country’s policy. In both cases it were
economic problems that triggered declined support for the government
and unveiled the need for change. On the other hand, there were some
obvious differences. The main one was close cooperation and depen-
dency of the Polish Party from the Soviet Union. The party politics was
explained in accordance with Marx-Leninist ideology and in Mexico
the PRI did not underpin its rule on any particular ideology. Its goal
was the massive support that was achieved by use of populism. The last
important difference is that the changes in Mexico were strictly inter-
nal process and the Polish reforms were possible due to changes in the
Soviet Union.

THE SOURCES OF DEMOCRATISATION IN POLAND

In the relevant literature different typologies of sources of de-
mocratisation can be found. The basic one divide the sources of de-
mocratisation on external and internal one. It is obvious that during the
third wave of democratisation external influence was very important,
especially support granted by international community for democrati-
sing countries. However, that impact differed between regions. In the
East and Central Europe it played much bigger role than in the Latin
America. The internal changes inside the Soviet Union, mainly power
assumption by Mikhail Gorbachev who reject the Brezhnev Doctrine
and changed the Soviet stance toward countries of the region enabled
Poland and then other countries to starts reform without fear of external
intervention.

Samuel Huntington divided internal factors due to the role the
government and the opposition played in that process. Using the ter-
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minology of Huntington transformation is a top-down process lead
by elites. Transplacement occurs form joint action between elites and
opposition. Replacement occurs when the opposition takes the lead in
bringing about democracy and the authoritarian regime collapse or is
overthrown.'” As democratisation is a complex process it is hard to cle-
arly classify every country. However, both in Mexico and Poland, the
characteristics of transplacement prevailed what I would like to show
in further part of the paper.

Regime of the Polish United Worker’s Party was not an peaceful
time in the history of Poland. From the beginning of its rules Polish so-
ciety tried to reject its authority. The confrontation of power took place
in 1956, 1968, 1970,1976 and 1980-1981. However, in this period the
Communistic party was enough strong to beat the opposition. Its power
was based on the military, expanded apparatus of coercion and support
from the Soviet Union. As long as there was positive economic growth
the impact of communistic ideology was not undermine. The econo-
mic situation in Poland was declining and in the summer of 1980 the
Communist government increased food prices. It initiated national stri-
kes that had started in Lenin Shipyard in Gdansk on 14 August 1980.
The strike was lead by Solidarnos¢ with Lech Walgsa as it leader. The
demands of workers went much further then only to economic issues,
considered labour reform, more civil rights including freedom of ex-
pression and religion and release of political prisoners. It resulted in
first negotiation between the government and opposition. The accords
were reached on 31 August 1980 and concluded the right to form inde-
pendent social union, the right to strike and release of political priso-
ners.”” In the 1980s also members of the PUWP divided itself on the
supporters of reforms and its opponents. In that time the hardliners were
stronger and in the consequence on 13 December 1981 the martial law
was introduced. The trade unions were once again delegalized, many
members of Solidarnos¢ were imprisoned and civil and political rights
were suspended. The martial law was formally lifted in July 1983, tho-
ugh many controls on civil liberties and political life as well as food
rationing, remained in place through the mid- to 1980s.2" It was the last
activity took by the government in order to maintain its power.

Poland was the first country in the Soviet bloc that started democ-
ratisation process. Indeed, it can be assumed that the Communist Party

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agreed for far reaching reforms, believing that if they will go to far the
Soviet Union will intervene, as there was uncertainty about the scope of
change Gorbachev was willing to countenance. The level of economy
in 1988 was even worst that one in1980. Economical sanctions imposed
by the international community and the lack of reforms drove to the hu-
ge inflation. Polish Catholic Church was strongly engaged in opposition
activities. After almost ten years from the beginning of liberalization
Poland started the transition phase. For the Communists the impetus
behind the decision to negotiate was to legitimate economic program
in a time of crisis. For the opposition it was clearly about opening the
ancient regime. The main discussion to 7he Round Table Talks conside-
red economy and social policy, political reforms and union pluralism.
The most important issues that were discussed related pay rises, future
elections and the competence of political institution after the elections.
The final agreement included legalization of trade union, introduction
of the post of president and the formation of Higher Chamber of the
Parliament called Senat. Only 35 per cent of seats in Lower House,
Sejm, were voted in free elections. The elections to Senat were free
and the president was chosen by Sejm and Senat called in that occasion
Zgromadzenie Narodowe.*

The first elections from August 1989 were not fully democra-
tic. The contractual Sejm as it was called was dominated by holdovers
from the former regime but opposition won all the 35 per cent of seats
that were designated for it. In the Senat opposition won 99 per cent of
places. General Wojciech Jaruselski was selected as the first President
after the Second World War. He won with Tadeusz Mazowiecki just by
one vote. In that time opposition was still afraid that too big changes,
as choosing president form opposition, could resulted in the Soviet in-
tervention. Even thought the first election in Poland were not fully de-
mocratic it was a huge step in reform process for all Central and East
Europe countries.

The process of consolidation of Polish democracy took 15 years.
The process had started with the general elections from 1991 and en-
ded with Polish membership in the European Union in May 2004. The
October elections were the first free elections in Poland since 1922.
The elections to Sejm were universal, direct, equal, free and conducted
in secret voting. The turnout was only 43,20 per cent. The first three
parties were Democratic Union, Democratic Left Alliance and Catholic
Election Action. The turnout to Senat was the same as to Sejm and De-
mocratic Union, Solidarity and Catholic Election Action were the three

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parties with the highest score. No political party achieved a decisive
majority and after the elections a coalition government was formed. Ta-
deusz Mazowiecki was the first Prime Minister of democratic Poland.

At that point the situation in Poland was far from that in conso-
lidated democracies. It lacked adequate mechanisms to regulate prero-
gatives between legislative and executive. The latter period of consoli-
dation was characterized by constant clashes between the president and
the parliament. What is more the unrestrictive electoral law from 28
June 1991 resulted in fragmented Sejm with twenty-nine parties what
strongly undermined the power of legislative. The next elections took
place in 1993. They were the consequence of dissolution of previous
fragmented parliament ordered by the president Lech Watgsa. The tur-
nout totalled 52 per cent. The alliance of left-wing parties, Democratic
Left Alliance and Peasants’ Party, won the elections. The new election
law opposed the fragmentation of parliament, this time only fourteen
parties won the seats. In 1992 was introduced the Small Constitution
that regulated relations between executive and legislative and what is
the most important annulled the provisions of the Stalinist Constitution
from 1952. However, its regulations were less then perfect and resul-
ted in constant conflict between the president and the government. The
Small Constitution was replaced by The Constitution of the Republic of
Poland adopted on 2 April 1997 that is valid until now. The Constitution
states that Poland is a parliamentary republic with tripartite division of
power.

The first part of democratic reforms in Poland was positively re-
cognized by international community and in November 1991 Poland
become a member of the Council of Europe. Before the accession War-
saw had to fulfil preconditions concerning the rule of law, human rights,
cultural co-operation and democratic standards. The breaking point we-
re the first free elections from 1991. Then Poland started the negotiati-
ons with the NATO. From 1994 Warsaw took part in the Partnership for
Peace programme what had started holistic reforms in order to achieve
greater effectiveness, efficiency and transparency. The reforms of over-
sized security sector are one of the most important in post-authoritarian
states that enabled further democratisation.” Warsaw reorganized its
security sector with regard of good governance principles and in 1999
became a member of the Alliance.

The last step of Polish democratization was accession to the
European Union. The EU have the most complex precondition for can-

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didate countries that concern every sector of state activity. Only when
the country accept acquis communautaire one can say that the it is a
consolidated democracy. On 1 May 2004 Poland become the member
of the EU and was in the first group of states accepted from ex-Soviet
bloc.

THE SOURCES OF DEMOCRATISATION IN MEXICO

In Mexico the Institutional Revolutionary Party (PRI) dominated,
by mixture of legal and illegal sources, the elections for 71 years. The
liberalisation phase started in the end of the 1970s. In the next twenty
years the ruling party has promulgated six packets of political reforms
that focused on party and electoral system. The reforms had the aim to
fulfil demands of opposition without giving the major position in the
political system. During that time the PRI tried to control all aspects
of political game what was similar to the democratisation process in
the Central and East Europe where the dominating forces thought that
opening of the regime is possible without giving the power to the oppo-
sition. From the establishment of the party in 1929 the PRI was able to
keep the opposition weak. It established the patron-client relationship
that was dealing with demands of interest groups, by satisfying or con-
straining them.?” Almost all parts of the society were under the umbrel-
la of the party in the form of different pro-party organizations.

During the 1970s there occurred important changes in Mexico.
First of all, there were significant modification in Mexico social structu-
re. The middle classes growth in the number and importance. The eco-
nomic crisis from mid-1970s, the successful 1968 student movement
demonstration, increasing guerrilla insurrections and urban terrorism
showed that the party do not engaged all parts of the society and that
there exist non-electoral form of the political participation.

The reform process was initiated by the Jose Lopez Portillo re-
gime in 1977. First reform lowered the barriers to the formation and
registration of political parties. The 1977 law enhanced the abilities of
small parties to participate in elections and granted a small amount of
free radio and television time each month to all legally registered parti-
es. It is worth to underline that during that process Lopez Portillo belie-
ved that benefits achieved from discovery of significant oil sites would
undermine the scope of reforms as the economy started to recover it-

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self. The opening of political participation for wider masses of society
resulted in increased political participation and the desire for further
reforms.

In 1983 elections the National Action Plan (PAN) won in record
number of state capitals and major cities. New regime of Miguel De la
Madrid at the beginning had recognized the victories of opposition.?
However, shortly after the reforms so-called failure of democratisation
took place. In the 1985 general elections and 1986 local elections in the
north part of Mexico the fraud by the PRI was used. Under the strong
pressure of hardliners de la Madrid refused to recognise the successes
of opposition. The size of violence after the 1985 and 1986 elections
showed that discontent with the regime is far greater that the PRI had
supposed.’® The same year under the pressure from opposition new re-
forms were introduced by President de la Madrid. The opposition got
further possibilities for representation in the Congress, as the Lower
House was enlarged from 400 to 500 members and 200 were reserved
for open competition. However, in the same time reforms strengthen the
executive control over election process. The 1988 presidential elections
marked a dividing line in Mexican politics, as the PRI candidate for the
first time barely won the elections.

Very often it is hard to distinguish when liberalisation phase
ends and transition starts. As in the beginning of the paper transition
was defined as ,,interval between one political regime and another”?”
I believe that in the case of Mexico it has started after the breakthro-
ugh 1988 elections. At the beginning of 1990s the PRI lacked two-third
majority to amend the constitution. Under the pressure from opposi-
tion and the United States concerning the North American Free Trade
Agreement President Carlos Salinas promised to refrain from electoral
fraud.?® What is more the new electoral law was passed that ‘enhanced
non-PRI representation on the newly created body charged with orga-
nizing the elections, strengthened the oversight function of opposition
parties, went further in ensuring the neutrality of the workers handling
the election, created an electoral tribunal to handle complaints of fraud,

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and called for a new voter registration list.”* In the same time the PRI
tried to strengthen its position by passing the governability clause that
determined that a party with the most votes automatically is awarded
the majority of seats in the Chamber of Deputies.

In the 1991 federal elections the PRI took 61 per cent of the na-
tional votes so there was no need to use the governability clause. The
1993 reform packet eliminated the governability clause. The Senat do-
ubled its size and new law enabled opposition to get at least one-quarter
of the seats. However, it was not enough to affect the PRI power. For
future of Mexico democratisation process the most important change
was the cancelation of the 82 article of the Constitution that enabled the
people borne in Mexico from the foreign-born parents to run for presi-
dency. This amendment made possible for Vincente Fox, the National
Action Plan (PAN) leader, to take part in 2000 presidential elections.

The reform process initiated in 1977 partially concluded with
the electoral triumph of the PAN in 2000 presidential election. Until
the breakthrough election there existed above constitutional scheme of
electing the president. The ruling PRI party practice was to hand-pick
by president his successor from his cabinet. The cabinet member that
was going to start in presidential election had to resigned from office
six month before elections and in that manner public opinion new how
was picked as favourite in presidential race. As Padgett noticed in his
book the successor had to have some socioeconomically characteristic,
such a, physical appearance, a middle-class background from a large
state, a neutral position vis a vis religious organization and wife with
moderate views.*"

Currently Mexicans have divided government, ‘the president is
no longer a virtual dictator, the PRI is no longer a hegemonic party, and
the regime is no longer authoritarian.’*” On the other hand, the events
that have happened in last ten years clearly shows that it is to early to
call Mexico a consolidated democracy.

Mexico held general elections in 2003, 2006 and 2009 and one
presidential elections in 2006. From three conditions of consolidated
democracy enumerated by Robert Dahl, in Mexico exist broad adult
suffrage, the elections take place regularly, there is the alternation of

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power and political and civil rights are rather respected. However, the
elections are not totally free and there are accusation of fraud that in
many cases considered all parts taking part in Mexican political game.
The presidential elections in 2006 and the general elections from 2009
are the appropriate example. The elections also showed that there exist
need for further reforms both institutional and societal one.

The long process of electoral reform in Mexico had a positive
impact on the freedom of the elections. However, more time need to
pass to recognize Mexico as a consolidated democracy. The changes
need to take place not only in the institutional part but also the politi-
cal culture need to transform itself and that process just has started. As
was stated in early studies on political culture the democracy requires a
compatible value system to endure it*> and Mexico clearly needs more
time to achieve that objective. Adam Przeworski noticed that due to the
Soviet factor it is hard to compare and apply the Eastern and Central
Europe models of democratization to one founded in Latin America.*®
However, in my paper | have tried to show that democratisation is an
universal process and comparative analyses of different countries is ex-
tremely useful for social scientists.

DIFFERENCIES AND SIMILARITIES
BETWEEN POLAND AND MEXICO

Even though Mexico and Poland lie in different continents and
have more differences then similarities the main characteristics of de-
mocratisation process were alike. Both countries were ruled by an aut-
horitarian party that for decades were enough strong to suppress the
opposition. In both countries the liberalisation phase had started as a
combination of desire of freedom and more down-to-earth economical
problems. Each concession made by the Polish United Worker’s Party
and the Institutional Revolutionary Party took place after the time of
economical problems and was backed by the mass protests. From the
beginning both parties wanted to supervise the reform process and be-
lieved that they are strong enough to maintain its power. The transition
phase started in both countries in similar way as well. The opposition
gained enough strength, so that its demands and further reform could
not be stopped and for the first time elites had to implement reforms

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that were seriously undermining their position. It is also important to
underline that in both countries democratisation proceeded in relatively
peaceful way with only occasional use of force by the government.

The main difference between Poland and Mexico considers the
consolidation phase. In fifteen years Poland has fully consolidated its
democracy on both institutional and societal level. By way of contrast
Mexico is still in process of doing so. That shows that the changes in
political and economical system is very often much easier then transfor-
mation of political culture. In the paper I wanted to show that democ-
ratisation is an universal trend and experiences of Easter and Central
Europe countries can be used as a good lessons for the Latin American
ones. Mexico can learn from example from Poland that taking part in
the international organizations is the best motivator and in the same ti-
me source of help on the way to consolidate democracy on institutional
level. At the same time existence of non governmental organizations
and international civil society has a positive impact on society and ena-
ble to transform political culture into one that strongly support democ-
ratic values.

ECONOMIC EFFECTS OF AGING POPULATION

Summary

This paper analyzes the major demographic changes in our coun-
try and the world, which are primarily reflected in the permanent aging
population. Aging population is a global trend, present in developed co-
untries and around the world. In developed countries, the age structure
is much less favorable than in developing countries, which can still be
considered as “young” populations. It is expected that these trends will
intensify in the first half of this century. The proportion of the working
population in industrialized countries should be around 68% in 2050,
and it was around 84% in 1950. This trend has the same pattern in deve-
loping countries, although the age ratio between young and old popula-
tion is much more favorable. The proportion of the working population
in these countries is expected to be around 82% compared to the total
adult population, while it was around 92% in 1950.

Economic aspects of the aging population are especially consi-
dered. Due to the deteriorating ratio of the number of those who work
to those who receive pensions, there is practically the collapse of the
pension system. The unfavorable demographic trends in Serbia will re-
duce the working potential of nearly 8% in this decade, which will have
a negative impact on the functioning of the labor market and the em-
ployment potential for future growth. Potential and available human ca-
pital will decrease, while the aging population will increase the already
enormous pressure on the social security system, especially on pensions
and health care.

In the paper the author point out not only the problems of the
current pension system, but also the possibility of overcoming the eco-
nomic problems caused by the aging population, mainly through ne-
cessary pension reform, as well as considering the possibilities for the
abolition of the official retirement age, as well as U.S. authorities have
done at the federal level, where more than a third of people over 65
years remained at work or transferred to other duties. Researches show
that 50% of Americans expect to be active and work when they reach
seventy years of age. In Japan, 78% of 55-59 year-olds say they plan to
work after retirement.

In this paper the author points out other economic aspects of ag-
ing population, such as far-reaching structural changes in the economy
which are primarily reflected in the reduction of the labor force, that is,
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in changing capital/labor ratio as the basic factors of production. The
shift of the labor supply due to declining fertility rates will increase
the price of labor, which will encourage capital to be placed in a ca-
pital-intensive activity, that is, the activities with less living labor. As
the number of elderly people is constantly increasing, this will cause a
change in the structure of demand in the market for goods and services
because their needs substantially differ from the needs of young people.
Changes in the structure of demand for goods and services will neces-
sarily cause a change in the structures of supply, which must be adapted
to demand. All these structural changes caused by the aging population
are very important for economic development.

At the end of the paper the author points out that the economic
effects of aging population are not only negative, but there are also sig-
nificant positive impacts. There are estimates that the social gains from
longer life expectancy in the period from 1970 to 2000 are equal to the
overall economic growth in this period. Working potential of older pe-
ople can be of great benefit to economic development due to the accu-
mulated human capital which they possess if the society finds a suitable
way to incorporate it into the economic mainstream.

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MEDIA ADDICTION BY UNIVERSAL INDICATORS

Summary

With explosion of technological innovation, people tend to deve-
lop an addiction to new media such as mobile devices, computers, and
gaming consoles. This study expands the previous research by addres-
sing the overall (new and old) media addiction in Serbia by using eight
universal indicators. The study found that 88% of participants are the
potential media addicts while only 7.6% of them show the signs of the
extreme media addiction. As it is very significant to know and under-
stand the media addiction in our society, the media addiction research
should be standardized and continuous.

Keywords: media overuse, media access, social network, escaping media.

1. INTRODUCTION

With explosion of technological innovation, people tend to incre-
ase time using new media such as mobile devices, computers, and ga-
ming consoles. Increasing duration of new media use indicates impor-
tance of research directed towards social effects of addiction to media.

The addiction is defined in Gale Encyclopedia of Medicine
(Olendorff et al., 1999) as “a dependence, on a behavior or substance
(emphasis added) that a person is powerless to stop.” The internet ad-
diction is characterized by Young (1996) and Shapira et al. (2003) as
behavioral impulse-control disorder, which does not involve an intoxi-
cant. The Internet dependents in Lin and Tsai (2002) admitted tolerance
syndromes. They also showed withdrawal symptoms, and easily lost
track of time. They admitted how the Internet negatively impacts their

lives, such as in school, health, and parental relations. Kandell (1998)
characterizes thelnternet addiction by unpleasant feelings (e.g., anxiety,
depression, emptiness) when offline, an increasing tolerance to the ef-
fects of being online, and denial of the problematic behaviors.

Grounded by these frameworks, this study expands the previo-
us research by addressing the overall media addiction in Serbia? The
study offers a solitary survey for research of addiction to both old and
new media.

2. LITERATURE REVIEW

2.1 Indicators for an addiction diagnostic questionnaire

Different indicators are used in the addiction diagnostic question-
naires. For instance, to assess participants’ Internet addiction Ko et al.
(2009) use nine indicators. Those include preoccupation, uncontrolled
impulse, usage more than intended, tolerance, withdrawal, impairment
of control, excessive time and effort spent on the Internet, impairment
of decision-making ability, and impaired function based on a diagnostic
interview. On the other side, in their research on game addiction, Lem-
mens et al. (2009) use seven indicators including salience, tolerance,
mood modification, relapse, withdrawal, conflict, and problems. In his
research on mobile phone addiction Chen (2004) considers five opera-
tional mobile phone addiction indicators including preoccupation, tole-
rance, withdrawal, life consequences, and escapism.

Many media researchers consult the pathological gambling in-
dicators from the Diagnostic and Statistical Manual of Mental Disor-
ders (DSM) of American Psychiatric Association (1995) to establish
indicators for their addiction diagnostic questionnaires (see Table 1).
The pathological gambling indicators from the DSM are objective (the
time spent-prolonged use) and subjective (overconsumption, cut use,
substitution, withdrawal, continued use, and tolerance). Young (1996)
consults the DSM to establish indicators for an diagnostic questionnaire
on internet addiction by using eight indicators. For television addiction,
Horvath (2004) recognizes from the DSM seven indicators of addiction
including tolerance, withdrawal, unintended use, cutting down on play-
ing time, time spent playing, displacement, and continued use. To esta-
blish the diagnosis indicators for television dependence, Kubey (1996)
finds five of seven diagnostic indicators from the DSM applicable to
this medium. He considers the tolerance and the continued use to be
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less applicable to television addiction. For the Internet addiction, Chen
(1998) uses four-degree scales encompassing nine indicators.

In this research, except the objective indicator (the time spent
using media), the seven ten-degree scales are offered as answers to the
same number of indicator questions. They fall into the five pathologi-
cal gambling indicators (overconsumption, cut media use, substitution,
withdrawal, and continued use) described in the DSM (see Table 1).
These indicators are adapted to media. Although being a behavioral ad-
diction, like the pathological gambling, the media dependence is rather
different. Logically, the indicators for the pathological gambling are
taken as a starting point to customize the standards for the detection of
media addiction.

The only indicator noted in the list of pathological gambling in-
dicators from the DSM, which is not seen as adequate for this research
(see Table 1) is tolerance. If applied, the tolerance is a need for mar-
kedly increased amounts of the media to achieve intoxication or desired
effect. Need to increase time of use to get the same satisfaction could be
applicable in case of gaming. It does not relate however to most of the
media. Kubey (1996) does not consider it applicable to TV use. On the
other hand, Young (1996) examines Internet addiction by two questions
which relate to this indicator.
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2.3 Procedures to indentify addicts

Regarding subjective indicators related to addiction, three pro-
cedures are identified in literature. First, a self-identification of media
addicts used by Mcllwraith (1998) means that the participants recog-
nize themselves as individuals who overuse media. Kubey (2000) cites
results of Gallup & Newport (1990) polls from 1992 and 1999. They
find two out of five adult respondents and seven out of 10 teenagers say
they spent too much time watching TV. Other surveys have consistently
shown that roughly 10 percent of adults call themselves TV addicts. It
can be noted that the self-identification of media addicts may fail to de-
liver the accurate results,

Second, Young (1996) uses eight “Yes” or “No” questions to re-
cognize the media addicts among those who answer “Yes” to at least
five of them.

Third, there are various examples of scales, each with four or fi-
ve degrees. Ko et al.(2009) use the scale four-degree Internet addiction
scale. Seven of nine indicators are enough to declare someone as an
addict. Lemmens et al.(2009) use the 21 items scale to measure each of
seven indicators significant for game addiction. For television addiction
for each indicator, Horvath (2004) uses a scale, with five items asso-
ciated with it, resulting in a 35-item, each with five-degrees. It can be
noted that the addiction scales containing up to 35 items are too detailed
and may be complicated to the research participants.

Based on the facts above, it is decided to decrease the number of
items offered in the previous research inquiries, keeping the questions
compact and easy to answer. Then, the ten-degree scales are offered.
The increase in the number of degrees used in the scales is to obtain the
detailed results without addressing too many questions to the research
participants.

3. METHODOLOGY

This research uses new methodology to evalaute the overall me-
dia addiction in Serbia in 2011. The reason for this is an intention not
to examine addiction to any medium in particular, but to examine all of
them.

3.1 Survey

Investigations of the media addiction were conducted by Positi-
ve Center for Digital Media and Faculty for Culture and Media. These
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investigations were done on a multistage random sample of 2208 par-
ticipants. This sample was representative for Serbian population older
than 15 years of age. The research participants were interviewed from
January to May of 2011. The interviewing method is deployed by stu-
dents of The Faculty for Culture and Media. They had an assignment
to interview the wider public as a part of their Media Analytics course.
Coordinators of the course received 2505 inputs from students. After
initial filtering, the 2208 inputs were considered valid.

3.2 Applied indicators to media

When making the research indicators, the duration of media use
is considered as an objective indicator, and the addiction related questi-
ons are considered as subjective indicators (Table 2).

1-Duration of Media Use: The previous research did not consider
the duration of media use as an indicator for the ammount of addiction.
The duration of media use means the prolonged use, i.c., a great deal of
time is spent in activities necessary to obtain the media, use the media,
or recover from its effects. It is very hard to know how much time one

needs to use media, to call this activity as an addiction, because this
indicator may have different value for each person. Some individuals
excessively use media at their work, to earn money, thus contributing
to their daily realities. Thus, it is not possible to call them addicts. The
difference between those individuals who are addicted and others who
are not is in an effect of media use to these person lives. The media use
becomes a problem when it is dysfunctional to the daily reality of any
person by becoming a substitution for his or her needs or desires.

The previous research does not give any exact measure of patho-
logical media use in terms of duration. In the case of Internet addiction,
Young (1996) claims that the addicts use Internet in average during
38 hours per week. Lin & Tsai (2002) argue that an addictive Internet
use lasts 18 hours weekly. In the case of game addiction, there are also
weekly measures from 19 hours by Chen (1998) to 25 hours by Chou
and Hsiao (2000). However, Kershaw (2005) cites several counselors
saying that time spent on the computer was not important in diagnosing
an addiction to the Internet. On the side of TV use, Signorielli (1986)
writes that a heavy viewing usually lasts 28 hours per week. IP (IP Ger-
many, 2005) states that, on average, people in Europe spend 26.4 hours
watching TV per week, while in the United States up to 34.6 hours per
week. Kubey and Csikszentmihalyi (1990) find that the typical U.S.
child or adult watches television for 14-21 hours per week.

Although the strict limit is not known, the time spent in media
use can be the objective indicator of the addictive behavior. That is why,
in this research, the media use is taken as an objective indicator of the
prolonged use, which is noted in the list of the pathological gambling
indicators from the DSM.

2-Overconsumption: As an indicator for overconsumption, the
research participants are asked if they feel they use media too much.
The participants who answered that they overuse media are considered
to show the signs of media addiction. The overconsumption means that
the research participants might have a feeling that other activities may
be more useful for them. The fact that one feels the media overuse may
indicate that he or she is not happy with the overall management of
time. It does not mean necessarily that person cannot resist the media
use, because of boredom or instead of doing something else.

3-Attempts to cut down the media use (unable to resist): Attempts
to cut down use means there is a persistent desire or unsuccessful ef-
forts to cut down or control media use. This is reflected in the indicators
“how often do you feel you are unable to resist the media use (despite
you want to do something else)”. At this point in the research, the me-
dia use starts negatively to interfere with the participant’s direct reality,
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which is the main prerogative for addiction. The person may want to do
something else, but the media use seems so irresistible that one must
indulge in the indirect reality.

4-Attempts to cut down the media use (feel to get rid of social net-
work profile): The attempts to cut down the media use are also reflected
in the indicators “how often do you feel you want to get rid of your so-
cial network profile (for example, Facebook) because you cannot resist
using it?” A decision to get rid of personal social network profile may
be considered as an extreme addiction, because it means erasing the
whole online life of a person.

5-Substitution: Substitution means important social, occupatio-
nal, or recreational activities are given up or reduced because of media
use. The substitution indicator is attained by asking the research parti-
cipants “how often they use media to forget problems”. This question
has never been used in the previous research inquiries to identify the
media addiction. The substitution indicates that the media use seriously
interferes with personal life, which is at the core of diagnosing media
addiction. However, the neglecting of important social, family and oc-
cupational events may also occur because of problems from personal
life. The indicator is relates to a real life situation, thus providing good
understanding of it by PMA. At the level of seriousness, concerning
addiction indicated, this indicator is even higher than in the previous
question. If one overuses media or cannot resist using them, then there
is an indication something might be wrong. If one uses media to forget
problems, this is a clear indicator of substitution.

o-Withdrawal: Withdrawal means maladaptive behavioral chan-
ge when left without the media. The withdrawal indicator is obtained by
asking research participants “how would you feel if you found yourself
at some place without any media and if you had to stay there for some
time? Would this situation make you feel bored and empty or would
you feel freedom and joy?” Withdrawal is common as numerous media
users got used to media. They cannot think of life without media becau-
se, as anecdotal reports claim, they would feel almost like some part of
their body was missing. Although this question does not indicate serio-
us problem in terms of media use, as a threat to daily reality, it speaks
about general influence of media.

7-Continued Use (work in some place without media access):
Continued use means that the media use is continued despite knowled-
ge of having a persistent or recurrent physical or psychological problem
that is likely caused or exacerbated by the media. The continued use
indicator is reflected by the question-inicator: “how often do you feel
you need to go to some place without media access (for example wit-
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hout TV & Internet) in order to work™. This is based on assumption
that person is knowledgeable that media disrupt his or her life. Being
applied from gambling addiction to media, the indicator highlights the
disruption that one concerns being unable to work while having media
nearby. This is purely practical disruption by media use. Thus, it would
be easy to recognize a decrease in productivity as a consequence of me-
dia use. This indicator represents the highest level addiction for PMAs
who selected it. It demonstrates in most direct way how media use in-
terferes with daily realities of PMA.

8 - Continued Use (Negative news affects person’s mood): This
continued use indicator is also examined by the question indicator “how
often do you feel that news about crimes, disasters and diseases make
you scared or negatively affect your mood?”” This indicator highlights
feeling of media users when faced with dominant negative news in to-
day’s media. The feelings of fear may point to connection between me-
dia content and addiction from media. This indicator is highly specific,
as it describes everyday situation for most of media users. This indica-
tor also suggests that person still uses media, although he or she fears
or feel negative mood swings. Severity of this claim in respect to media
addiction level is high. By negatively affecting mood of their users of-
ten, media disconnect people from their daily realities. This question
has never been used to detect media addiction.

3.3 Procedure

Filtering Research Participants: The duration of media use is
calculated for each of four media (Internet, television, radio, and print),
to filter the research participants who do not practice excessive and po-
tentially addictive use. Only those research participants who use any of
four noted media in the top 40%, above the average of time are put in
the group of the potential media addicts (PMA) indicating a prolonged
use. In the top 40%, there are 1942 (88%) of 2208 research participants.
Those who use Internet during total 15 minutes or more daily are put
in the group of PMA. This duration of Internet use can be discussed as
not credible as some of this may be required by jobs or school rather
than being the choice of the user (however, this is specially checked
and found that the use of Internet by jobs or school is rare in Serbia
and between participants). The research participants who use television
during equal or longer than 120 minutes daily are put in the group of
PMA. The individuals who use radio during total 20 minutes or more
per day are placed in the group of PMA. This also may be discussed as
not credible as radio is often used as a background medium; however
these cases are not taken into account during the survey analyses. The
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same goes for those who use print media during total 25 minutes or mo-
re per day. PMAs are taken out for further filtering with the subjective
addiction indicators.

Further processing of PMAs is done by using the subjective me-
dia addiction indicators. These indicators represent seven questions,
each answered by ten-degree scale. Only participants who answer by
selecting particular extreme on these indicators are accounted as having
signs of the media addiction.

4. RESULTS & DISCUSSION

4.1 Survey responses to particular questions

When asked if they feel a media overuse, 24% of PMA agree
with this (Figure 1). Figure 2 shows that 26.1% of PMA fail to resist
media use most of the time. It is found (Figure 3) that just 22.4% of
PMA frequently feel the need to close their social network profile beca-
use they cannot resist using it. When asked about using media to forget
problems 31.9% of PMA answered they did this often (see Figure 4).
Figure 5 shows that 37.2% of PMA would feel bored and empty if left
without access to any media. In Figure 6, 31% of PMA feel often that
they need to search for a place without media access to work. 54.6 % of
PMA feel that negative media content affect him all the time (see Figu-
re7). High percentage of positive answers to this final question indica-
tes there might be connection between level of media reality (because
of dominant negative news) and amount of media addiction.

4.2 Media addiction

As noted before, the duration of use is taken as an objective indi-
cator to determine the media addiction (the prolonged use in the DSM).
While doing that, a strict border between potentially addictive and nor-
mal use is not determined. That would be because, the results from the
previous research inquiries show an increase in the duration of media
use with addicts of different kind, but these values vary.
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After this, it is recognized that 67.9% of research participants
have some signs of media addiction (Figure 8), as they fall into one
or more indicators, while 20% of them grasp 0 indicators. To get “fine
results”, research participants are sorted out depending on the number
of media addiction indicators they fall into. Thus, the lowest level of
addiction is recognized with 27.7% of population. Individuals with two
indicators (21.0%) still show low level of addiction towards media. The
middle level of media addiction is manifested by 11.7% of research par-
ticipants, therefore grasping three indicators. The highest level of media
addiction is manifested by those research participants grasping four or
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more indicators. In total, the highest level of media addiction has been
manifested by 7.6% of research participants.

These results cannot be compared with other research inquiri-
es because of different methodologies used (indicators themselves and
number of indicators needed to consider someone pathological user)
and varying sample. To illustrate these differences two examples are
given. Fisher (1994) identifies 6% of the sample as “pathological play-
ers”, while Griffiths and Hunt (1998) find 20% of sample “dependent”
on computer games. The most significant reason which makes it hard to
compare results of this research with others measuring media addiction
is because the sample constituting research participants in most of other
investigations is far from representative. University researchers usually
have small sample constituted of college students. The importance of
these issues in currents times triggers the need for continuous and stan-
dardized monitoring of the media addiction.

5. CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS

This research examines the overall media addiction in Serbia
by using the universal indicators for all media. To calculate the media
addiction, 8 of indicators are included encompassing all pathological
gambling indicators from the DSM, except tolerance.

After filtering research participants through the prism of the pro-
longed use (40% top above the mean of duration of use for each me-
dium), the PMA are identified. Then, use of subjective indicators (7 of
them) yield that 67.9% of them show some signs of media addiction,
while 7.6% are considered to be extremely addicted. Low levels of ad-
diction are manifested by 48.7% of PMA.

Future research might incorporate different values for indicators,
depending from the severity of addiction indicated by them. Also, the-
re is a need to examine relationship between the media reality and the
levels of media addiction. For social significance, the media addiction
research should be standardized and continuous.

OPENING AND FUNCTIONING OF
MP OFFICES IN SERBIA

Resume

MP Offices (constituency offices) are corrective of free parlia-
mentary mandate and an instrument for ensuring parliament transpa-
rency. MPs remain independent bearers of freedom of thought and
freedom of speech in the parliament and are not required to act in ac-
cordance with the opinion of the voters. But the contact with the voters
enables them to recognize the concerns of citizens, their requests made
to the legislature and on this basis to formulate legislative proposals,
proposed amendments to the existing laws and other acts that should
be brought under the jurisdiction of the legislature. The opening of MP
offices in Serbia started the 2009 with the support of Nacionalnolnog
Democratic Institute (NDI). Today in our country there are more than
30 offices of MPs.

Our analysis of MP offices which have been opened in Serbia
untill now includes several dimensions: the cities and municipalities
where they have been established, the number of assistants engaged in
each of them, the premises where they are placed, hours of operation,
number of members who participate in the office, their age, sex struc-
ture and party affiliation. Offices of MPs have been established in 25
cities and municipalities.

In Belgrade there are 8 of them, in Nis 4, and in Novi Sad and
Kragujevac 2. However, it should be noted that some medium sized ci-
ties, although they have more seats in parliament, have not yet establis-
hed the MP offices. Among them are Kraljevo, Cacak and Smederevo.
Number of assistants engaged in offices range from one to 15 periodi-
cally hired assistants.

Offices of MPs can be placed in various locations: in the National
Assembly of the Republic of Serbia, in premises provided by the local
government, in the premises of a party at whose suggestion the MP was
elected and in the office which lease is financed from other sources. In
the vast majority of MP offices only one MP is engaged. The offices in
Zrenjanin and Novi Pazar present a good example because there coo-
perate several MPs who do not live in the same place, and who are the
members of different both positional and opposition political parties.

In proportion to their number in parliament, the most active were
MPs who were born between 1940 and 1949, and the least active were
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the youngest, born in the '70s and '80s. If you explore the gender struc-
ture of the parliament, again in proportion to the number of male and
female MPs, it can be concluded that male MPs are 44.4% more enga-
ged in the establishment of the office in respect of their female collea-
gues. In proportion to the number of members of parliamentary groups,
members of PUPS were the most active, and the least active were MPs
of Serbian Renewal Movement - Christian Democratic Party of Serbia.
Also, not one individual member has established a MP office.

The main problem of functioning offices of MPs in Serbia, as
author states, are the following: the existing electoral system, the ab-
sence of MPs from a number of municipalities and cities in Serbia. The
author also points out that some improvements can be achieved under
the current electoral system and a small real power of MPs. MP offices
may affect the further improvement in the reputation of the National
Assembly of the Republic of Serbia and the MPs, but only as part of a
wider process that involves changing the electoral system, increasing
the real power of MPs, the development of a democratic political cul-
ture.

VOJVODINA AS A POLITICAL AND NATIONAL PRO-
GRAMME IN THE HABSBURG MONARCHY

Resume

By invoking the imperial privileges with which they we-
re rewarded for war service provided for the Habsburg dynasty
and by interpreting them as a constitutional and legal document
as well as the democratic and legitimate right of Serbian people,
secular and clerical representatives of Serbian people defined po-
licy of Serbian Diaspora which was essentially based on a terri-
torial and political autonomy. Vojvodina as a national imperative
held a special place in the written programmes of Serbian parties,
the public opinion and in the actions of Serbian institutions up to
1918, even though its establishment was beyond political proba-
bility ever since the dualist reorganisation of the Monarchy.

KOSOVO AND
THE CAUCASUS: A
DOMINO EFFECT

The goal of this research is to
investigate and compare the inter-
ethnic and interstate clashes and
wars in the Balkan micro region
of Kosovo-Metohija with tho-
se from the macro region of the
Caucasus. After February 2008
when Kosovo Albanian-domina-
ted Parliament proclaimed Koso-
vo independence (without orga-
nizing a referenda) with obvious
US diplomatic support (unilateral
recognition) with explanation that
the Kosovo case is unique in the
World (i.e., it will be not repeated
again) one can ask the question: is
the problem of the southern Ser-
bian province of Kosovo-Metoc-
hia really unique and surely unre-
peatable in some other parts of the
World as the US administration
was trying to convince the rest of
the international community?

Domino effect

The consequences of recogni-
tion of Kosovo independence by
one (smaller) part of the internati-
onal community are already (and
going to be in the future) visible
primarily in the Caucasus because
of the very similar problems and
situation in these two regions."
At the Caucasus region (where
some 50 different ethnolingui-
stic groups are living together) a
self-proclaimed state independen-
ce is already done by Abkhazia
and South Ossetia only several
months after the self-proclaimed
independence of the “Republic of
Kosova”,? following the pattern
of both the Nagorno-Karabakh

Why the South Ossetia
could be different?

On the first glance it can be
said that the Orthodox South Os-
setians are equally separatist as
the Muslim Kosovo Albanians.
However, the South Ossetians are
having sympathies towards the
Serbs (not for the reason that both
of them are the Orthodox Christi-
ans), but not towards, as we co-
uld expect, separatist Kosovo Al-
banians.

Historically, the South Ossetia
was never really integral and aut-
hentic part of sovereign Georgian
state, in contrast to Kosovo-Me-
tochia which was not only inte-
gral, but culturally and politically
the most important region of the
medieval Serbian state (called as
the Ancient Serbia or Serbia pro-
per) till 1455 when Kosovo-Me-
tochia became occupied by the
Ottomans.

tory of Georgia was never before
it entered Russia a firmly united
state territory in contrast to Serbia
which before it lost independence
in 1459 was having a long period
of experience of the unified state
territory with Kosovo-Metochia
as its center. When Serbia de fac-
to regained its independence from
the Ottoman Empire at the begin-
ning of the 19" century (de iure
confirmed by the European Great
Powers at the Berlin Congress in
1878) it was known for her rulers
and politicians which historical
territories belonged to her with
Kosovo-Metochia on the first pla-
ce. The present day territory of
Georgia entered the Russian Em-
pire in parts — segment by seg-
ment. Ossetia as united territory
(i.e., not divided into the Northern
and the Southern Ossetia as today
situation is) became (according to
the Russian historiography) vo-
luntarily part of the Russian Em-
pire in 1774. In the other words,
the Russian Empress Catherine
the Great (1762—1796), in order
to be surely convinced that the
Ossetians are really independent,
before incorporation of this pro-
vince into the Russian Empire
sent a special commission which
informed St. Petersburg that “the
Ossetians are free people subordi-
nated to no one”.

Georgia itself became part of
the Russian Empire in 1804 (27
years later then Ossetia). This
fact is the most important argu-
ment used by the South Ossetians
in their dispute with the Georgian
authorities. The Southern part of
Ossetia was given to be admini-
stered by Georgia only in the US-
SR by decision of three Georgian
Communists — J. V. Stalin, Sergei
Ordzonikidze and Avelj Enukind-
ze. It has to be also stressed that
the border between two parts of
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Ossetia (the Northern and the So-
uthern) never existed before 1994.

Regarding the Kosovo Al-
banian case, it is known that the
Albanians started to settle them-
selves in the region of Kosovo-
Metochia from the present-day
Northern Albania only after the
First Serbian Great Migration
from the region in 1689, i.e., be-
fore the Ottoman occupation of
Serbia there were no Albanians in
Kosovo-Metochia in any signifi-
cant number (only 2% according
to the Ottoman census in 1455). It
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should be also said that, according
to several Byzantine and Arab so-
urces, the Balkan Albanians are
originating from the Caucasus
Albania — in the 9" century they
left the Caucasus and have been
settled by the Arabs in the West
Sicily (and the South Italy) which
they left in 1043 and came to the
Balkans. The borders of Kosovo-
Metochia were established for the
first time by the Yugoslav Com-
munist authorities in 1945, who
in fact separated this province
from the rest of Serbia together
with the Province of Vojvodina.
In addition, the Yugoslav Com-
munist People’s Assembly issued
the decree according to which it
was forbidden for about 100.000
expelled Serbs from Kosovo-Me-
tochia during the Second World
War by the Albanian authorities
to return back to the province.
That was the beginning of a great
change of the population structu-
re of the province in the Albanian
favour in the Socialist Yugoslavia.

The people of the South Os-
setia on the referendum about
the future of the USSR on March
17", 1991 voted for existence of
the Soviet Union (like the Serbs
upon Yugoslavia, but and Kosovo
Albanians on referendum to be-
come an independent from Serbia
like Georgians from the USSR).%

The referendum on March 17%,
1991 was organized two months
after Georgian army started the
war against the South Ossetia in
which till September of the same
year 86 Ossetian villages have
been burned. It is calculated that
more than 1.000 Ossetians lost
their lives and around 12.000 Os-
setians emigrated from the South
to the North (Russia’s) Ossetia.
This is the point of similarity with

A state independence of the
Republic of South Ossetia was
proclaimed on May 29", 1992.
However, this legal act has not
been understood as a “separatist”
one for the reason that at that ti-
me Georgia was not recognized
by no one state in the world as
an independent one and Georgia
was not a member of the United
Nations. However, in contrast to
the case of the South Ossetia, the
unilateral proclamation of the sta-
te independence of Kosovo by
Albanians on February 18", 2008

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cannot be treated by the interna-
tional community as a legitimate
act (without permission by Bel-
grade) as Kosovo by the internati-
onal law and agreements is an in-
tegral part of Serbia (the same le-
gal reason was applied by the in-
ternational community to the case
of self-proclaimed the Republic
of Serbian Krayina in 1991 from
Croatia)®. Differently from the
case of Georgia, when the South
Ossetia proclaimed the state in-
dependence in May 1992, Serbia
in 2008, when the Albanian domi-
nated Parliament of Kosovo proc-
laimed the state independence,
was an internationally recognized
independent state and a member
of the United Nations. This is a
common point of similarity bet-
ween the Ossetians and the Serbs
as the nations: both of them are
fighting against separation of one
part of their national body and the
land from the motherland. Howe-
ver, Tbilisi is doing the same like
Belgrade, from this point of view,
i.e. claiming that the South Os-
setia (and Abkhazia) is historical
and state part of Georgia.® In this

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point, there is a similarity betwe-
en political claims of both states
— Serbia and Georgia with one
significant difference: historical
rights of Serbia over Kosovo-Me-
tochia are much more stronger in
comparison with the same rights
of Georgia over the South Osse-
tia (and Abkhazia). In the other
words, Kosovo-Metochia was all
the time, from historical, cultural,
state and identity point of views, a
central/proper part of Serbia, whi-
le both the South Ossetia and Ab-
khazia have been just borderland
provinces of Georgia.

International system of
governing and separation

The main argument for the we-
stern politicians upon Kosovo in-
dependence, as “unique case” of
Kosovo situation, is the fact that
according to “Kumanovo Agre-
ement” between Miloshevi¢’s
Serbia and the NATO signed on
June 10™, 1999, and the UN Re-
solution of 1244 (following this
agreement), Kosovo is put under
the UN protectorate with impo-
sed international system of gover-
ning and security. However, such
“argument” does not work in the
case of the South Ossetia as the
Ossetians are governing their land
by themselves and much more
successfully in comparison with
“internationally” (i.e., the NATO)
protected Kosovo. It was quite vi-
sible in March 2004 when inter-

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national organizations and mili-
tary troops could not (i.e., did not
want to)” protect the ethnic Serbs
in Kosovo-Metochia from vio-
lent attacks organized by the lo-
cal Albanians when during three
days (March 17—-19'™) 4.000 Serbs
exiled, more than 800 Serbian
houses are set on fire and 35 Ser-
bian Orthodox churches and cul-
tural monuments were destroyed
or being severely damaged. The
“March Pogrom” of 2004 revea-
led the real situation in the region
of Kosovo-Metochia. The posi-
tion of the South Ossetians in an
independent Georgia from 1991
to August 2008 could be compa-
red with position of the Serbs in
Kosovo-Metochia after June 1999
under the total Albanian domi-
nation. The fact is that the South
Ossetia, Abkhazia and Pridnestro-
vje® showed much more politi-

cal-legal bases and capabilities to
be recognized as an independent
for the reason that they showed
real ability to govern themselves
alone and not by the internatio-
nal organizations as in the case of
the Albanian-governed Kosovo
(the “Republic of Kosova” from
February 2008) after June 1999.
They also proved much more de-
mocracy and respect for human
and minority rights in comparison
with the Albanian-ruled Kosovo.”

There are several similarities,
but also and dissimilarities betwe-
en conflicts in the Nagorno-Kara-
bakh and Kosovo. In both cases
the international community is
dealing with autonomy of a com-
pact national minority who is ma-
king a majority on the land in qu-
estion and having its own national
independent state out of this terri-
tory. Both the Nagorno-Karabakh
Armenians and the Kosovo Alba-
nians do not want to accept any
other solution except separation
and internationally recognized in-
dependence. Both conflicts are in
fact continuations of old historic

struggles between two different
civilizations: the Muslim Tur-
kish and the Christian Byzantine.
In both conflicts the international
organizations are included as the
mediators. Some of them are the
same - France, the USA and Rus-
sia as the members of both Con-
tact Groups for ex-Yugoslavia and
the Minsk Group under the OSCE
umbrella for Azerbaijan. Serbia
and Azerbaijan were against that
their cases (Kosovo and the Na-
gorno-Karabakh) will be procla-
imed as the “unique” cases as in
this case it would be a green light
to both Albanian and Armenian
separatists to secede their terri-
tories from Serbia and Azerbai-
jan without permissions given by
Belgrade and Baku (what in rea-
lity already happened).

However, there are significant
differences between Kosovo-Me-
tochia and the Nagorno-Karabakh
cases. Firstly, Kosovo-Metochia
was internal conflict within Ser-
bia ( internationalized after June
1999), but in the case of the Na-
gorno-Karabakh there is external
military aggression (by Armenia).
Secondly, in difference to Arme-
nia in relation to the Nagorno-Ka-
rabakh, Albania formally never
accepted any legal act in which
Kosovo was called as integral
part of a state territory of Alba-
nia (with historical exception du-
ring the Second World War when
Kosovo-Metochia, the Eastern
Montenegro and the Western Ma-

cedonia have been included into
Mussolini’s the so-called “Gre-
ater Albania”). Delegation from
Albania did not take any parti-
cipation in the talks and negoti-
ations upon the “final” status of
Kosovo-Metochia between Pris-
hina and Belgrade in 2007-2013,
while Armenia has official status
of “interested side” in the conflict

in regard to the Nagorno-Kara-
bakh. However, the Armenians
from the Nagorno-Karabakh such
status did not obtain. While the
Armenian army (i.e. from the Re-
public of Armenia) was directly
involved in the military opera-
tions in the Nagorno-Karabakh,
officially part of an independent
state of Azerbaijan, in the Koso-
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vo conflict of 1998—1999 the offi-
cial regular army of the Republic
of Albania was not involved (dif-
ferently from a great number of
the volunteers from Albania). As
a result, Armenia occupied 1/5 of
Azerbaijan territory and the vic-
tims of ethnic cleansing are only
the Azerbaijani. Azerbaijan who
was a military weaker in compa-
rison to Armenia was supported
by Russia in arms and other war
material, did not apply to the NA-
TO for the military help. On the
other side Kosovo Albanians did
it during the Kosovo conflict of
1998-1999.

Conclusion

It can be concluded that the
Albanian unilaterally proclaimed
Kosovo independence in Febru-
ary 2008 is not “unique” case in
the world without direct conse-
quences to similar separatist ca-
ses following the “domino effect”
(the South Ossetia, the South
Sudan...). That is the real reason
why, for instance, the government
of Cyprus is not supporting “Ko-
sovo Albanian rights to self-de-
termination” as the next “unique”
case can be easily the northern
(Turkish) part of Cyprus which is
by the way already recognized by
the Republic of Turkey and un-
der de facto Ankara’s protection
and the occupation by the regular
army of the Republic of Turkey
from 1974 onward.'”
