CONCEPT OF RECONCILIATION:
DEFINITION, ELEMENTS AND PROBLEMS

Resume

Theory of peace and conflict resolution studies provides nume-
rous definitions of the term “reconciliation”. Most of them are com-
plementary; therefore the concept of reconciliation itself is not hard
to define. Difficulties and dilemmas arise consequently, in attempts
to operationalize the concept, especially when trying to determine the
contents, elements, prerequisites and outcomes of reconciliation in va-
rious circumstances. This paper aims not just to present different the-
ories on reconciliation, but also to investigate what those definitions
imply. In general, majority of authors agree that reconciliation can be
defined as a long term process of overcoming animosity and distrust
between divided groups, peoples or nations. With regard to the conflict
resolution theories, reconciliation is also a phase in the process of con-
flict de-escalation. As such, it involves all those actions aimed at the
complete resolution of the conflict, including the deeply rooted causes
of conflict. On that trail, we also seek to explain the elements that con-
stitute the process itself. Louis Kriesberg defines truth, justice, respect
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and security (that is, actions aimed at promoting truth, justice, mutual
respect and security) as key elements of every reconciliation process.
We aim to investigate the applicability of his theory, especially in rela-
tion to the theoretical debate on distinction between reconciliation after
internal and international conflicts, which substantially differ in both
their elements and circumstances. Moreover, the research presents the
most common theoretical approaches and explores some of the con-
troversial aspects of the subject, including the mentioned internal vs.
international conflict resolution dilemma. The research is based on the
works of the above mentioned Louis Kriesberg, one of the most impor-
tant authors on reconciliations, but nevertheless includes the theories of
other significant scholars of the subject, most notably Herbert Kelman,
Johan Galtung, etc.
